Background: 

The revisions to the MoU and SAA for MDTFs have been initiated to reflect the issues arising from the use of pass-through fund management modality and include more clear and robust accountability provisions as required by a number of donors. SAA and MoU for MDTFs and JPs using pass-through fund management will replace Annex G (Standard Memorandum of Understanding between the Participating UN Organizations and the Administrative Agent for pass-through fund management) and Annex H (Standard Letter of Agreement between the Donor & the Administrative Agent for pass-through fund management) of the Guidance Note on Joint Programming.

The Framework for Auditing UN system Coordinated Programmes Supported by Multiple Agencies has been discussed extensively and has been agreed upon by the Internal Audit Services (IASs) of the United Nations, and other UN agencies.  It was included in the UN RIAS Operational Sub-group (previously UNDG Audit WG) workplan for 2007 and 2008 and has now been completed.

Background:
The UNDG 2008 Prioritized Workplan has been developed based on the inputs received from the five UNDG Working Groups. The priorities included were decided upon based on the actions determined by the TCPR Implementation Plan and issues raised by the Delivering as One pilot countries. Upon UNDG request at last meeting in Geneva, UNDG WGs further streamlined the priorities defining: 3-5 maximum issue-based key priorities along with concrete deliverables and timeframes for the achievement of agreed results by the end of 2008. UNDG is requested to aprove the revised UNDG Prioritized Workplan for 2008.
At last UNDG meeting it was agreed that the UNDG will be updated on the approach to capacity assessments and what has been done so far in the Delivering as One pilots. 

At the UNDG meeting of 24th April 2008, the UNDG requested OHRLLS to clarify if there is anything specific it asks UNCTs regarding the UN Action Plan for the further implementation of the Programme of Action for the LDCs during the period 2007-2010. OHRLLS will brief UNDG on concrete country level actions and practical steps to be taken by the respective United Nations Country Teams under the leadership of the Resident Coordinators.
